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Economic Background

Estimated Population for Kandy district in year 2016 was 1,434,000 and it represents 6.8 % of Island
wide population. Population density in the district is 739 persons per square Kilo Meters in 2016. The
three D.S divisions which reported the highest population density in Kandy district are Gagawata
Korale, Akurana and Harispaththuwa respectively. The lowest population density is reported from
Ududumbara D.S division. While 12.4% population is dwelling in the urban sector and 81.4% in
rural sector and 6.2% in estate sector. Urban population is highly distributed in Ganga Wata and
Udapalatha D, S divisions which are representing 77% of Total Urban population. Estate sector
Population is highly spread in Pasbage Korale, Panvila, Udapalatha, Delthota D.S Divisions
and approximately it is 60% of district total estate population.

Main agricultural crops in the district are Tea, Paddy and Export crops such as Pepper, Cloves and
Coffee etc. Tea is cultivated in 52,591 Acres (2013/14 Economic census) and 40% of it belongs to
the small Holding sector and other 60% are in estate sector. The highest Tea cultivation is in the
Pasbage Korale D.S Division and Panvila, Gangaihala, Doluwa, Udapalata, = Medadumbara,
Yatinuwara, and Deltota are other mainly Tea growing D,S Divisions. The highest Tea small
holdings acreage in Ganga Thala D.S Division and Doluwa.Yatinuwara. Udapalatha, Pasbage Korale.
Udunuwara, Poojapitiya are other largely tea small holdings spreaded D.S Divisions. When consider
the estate sector tea cultivation, the highest acreage is reported from Panvila D.S Division and
mainly, estate sector Tea cultivation in Pasbage Korale, Medadumbara, Udapalatha, Ganga Ihala
Korale, Doluwa, and Deltota D.S Divisions.

Rubber Cultivation acreage in the district is 5,573 (2013/14 Economic census). It is mainly cultivated
in Hatharaliyadda, Yatinuwara and Thumpane D.S Divisions. Small Holding sector represents the
83% of the total rubber cultivation.

Asweddumized Paddy extent in the district is 39,854 acres and 26.6% of it, under the Major
irrigation and 43.9%, 29.5% acreage under the Minor irrigation and Rainfed
correspondingly. The highest acreage under the major irrigation is in Minipe D.S Division
Ududumbara D.S Division is reported the highest acreage under the Minor Irrigation.

Among the leading minor export crops in the district, Pepper, Cloves and Coffee are
reported the acreages 17,550, 7.947 and 4,960 correspondingly. These crops are profusely
grown in Medadumbara, Pujapitiya, Udadumbara, Kundasale, Ganga Ihala Korale,
Udunuwara, Hataraliyadda, Yatinuwara, Pathahewaheta D.S Divisions.

According to the 2013/14 Economic census, Main industries in the district are Textile,
wearing, apparel and leather, Food, beverages and tobacco, Wood, wood production and
furniture, nonmetallic mineral products. There are several International industries are
operated under the BOI (Board of Investment) in Pallekele.

Dependency ratio is 64.0 for Kandy district in 2016 and Child Dependency and Elderly
Dependency ratios are 41.9 and 22.2 correspondingly. According to the Household Income
Expenditure Survey 2012/13, Mean household income per month is 43,138 Rs. and Median
household income per month is 30,371 Rs. in Kandy district. Pre mentioned survey has revealed that
Poverty head count index for the district as 6.2%.
